CONDITIONS

DEFINITIONS : Inthis document, the words and expressions
below have the followingsignification:

QUEBEC BROODMARE:
Province of Quebec for a total of 200 days, consecutive or
not, during the civil year in which it is to be bred or

A broodmare residing in the

inseminated.

QUEBEC STALLION: A stallion registered with the
“Régie” and offered for service exclusively in Quebec
duringthe calendar year of the legislation.

DIVISION: A race within an elimination heat, for which
horses entered are divided into groups.

HORSE ENTERED: A horse declared for a given event, in
conformity with the established rules.

STARTERS : A horsetaking partina race.

POINT : Unit awarded to a horse participatingin an
elimination heataccordingto the finishingorder of the
horses in the final position.

QJC : Quebec Jockey Club/ Club Jockey du Quebec
R.A.C.J. : “Régie des Alcools, des Courses et des Jeux”.

RULES

: Rules Respecting Standardbred Horse Racing

1. SPONSOR : “Trophée des Eleveurs” is a stakeracewith
anadvertised pursepresents by Quebec Jockey Club.

2. ELIGIBILITY : All Standardbred racehorses foaled by a
Quebec Broodmare and/or Quebec Stallion as defined

herein.

3. TROPHEE DES ELEVEURS: The “Trophée des Eleveurs”
events are heldin the following4 categories:

3-YEAR-OLD FILLY PACE
3-YEAR-OLD COLT AND GELDING PACE
3-YEAR-OLD FILLY TROT
3-YEAR-OLD COLT AND GELDING TROT

Each category comprises three (3) eliminations and one
(1) final.

Each elimination heatmay be held indivisions.

Points will be awarded to all horses racing in an event (see
article18).

4. NOMINATION
nomination fee of $1,000 if the casearises are payable in
cash, online, or by cheque (in Canadian dollars and drawn
on a Canadian bank) made out to Quebec Jockey Club and
must be submitted to the QJC’s office at the latest by the
closing date of the said payments : By March 15, 2024 for
the nominationor June 15,2024 for late nomination.

Nomination fee of $100 or late

A late nominationis applicableonlyin case of omission of the
nomination.

Nomination form must be duly completed for each horse
entered. The form is available at the QJC's office, at
Hippodrome 3R and on the website at

www.quebecjockeyclub.com.

5. WITHDRAWAL: A stop payment order on a check for
nomination fee or latenomination fee ifthe casearises,is not
tantamount to withdrawing a horse. A withdrawal form,
available upon request, must be mailed or submitted to QJC's
office no later than the deadline for the payment of these
amounts.

6. LIABILITY: As a courtesy, Quebec Jockey Club will make
every effort to inform its clients regarding payments for
“Trophée des Eleveurs”. It remains the owner, owner’s agent
or trainer’s responsibility to ensure all payments are received
or submitted to Quebec Jockey Club office within the specified
limits of time allowed.

Quebec Jockey Club is in no way responsible for verifying
whether a horseis eligible. That is the owner, owner’s agent
or trainer’s responsibility.

7. TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF PAYMENT : Nomination
fee and late nomination fee if the casearises are payable in
cash,online, or by cheque (in Canadiandollars and drawn on
a Canadian bank) made out to Quebec Jockey Club and must
be submitted to the QJC’s office.

In case of a payment of nomination fee and late nomination
fee ifthe casearises delivered by mail, it's an obligation thata
postmark appears on the envelope. Quebec Jockey Club will
consider having received the payment by the date and time
postmarked on the envelope.

Quebec Jockey Club will notacceptinadequaciesinthe postal
system as anexcusefor late payments. Itis, therefore strongly
suggested that payments be made by registered mail to
ensure safe delivery.

Payment sent by messenger service, which holds a Canada
transport license, is considered received by Quebec Jockey
Club on the date and time as shown on the waybill.

A returned check by the bank with the note “Insufficient
funds”is considered not paid with theinherent consequences.

8. ELIGIBILITY : For a horseto startinany event, its owner, its
owner’s agent or its trainer must:

Declarethe horse for elimination heat;

Ensure that the horseis eligible, including the payment of

nomination fee or latenomination fee ifthe casearises;
For a firststartin the “Trophée des Eleveurs” in 2024,
ensure thatby posttime, the horse meets the qualifying
standards, with the exception of section 84(8) and
175(5)and (6) of the Rules;

For subsequent starts in the “Trophée des Eleveurs” in
2024, ensure that by post time, the horse’s name does
not appear on the qualifying list, with the exception of
section 84(6), (7) and (8), and 175(3), (5) and (6) of the
Rules;

Ensure for elimination heat, that the starting fees are paid
within the allotted time.

Quebec Jockey Club reserves the right to verify, or have
verified any coltor filly’s age by the followingcriteria, the
registration certificateand the examination of the horse’s
teeth.

DECLARATION
obligatory and must be submitted to Hippodrome 3R’s
racing office, before the declaration closing date and time

: A horse’s declaration for that event is

The owner, the owner’s agent or the trainer may withdraw
the declaration before the closing date and time for the
event.

Subject to section 26 of this document, declaration closing
dates and times are those appearing on the schedule
approved by RACJ and published by Hippodrome 3R.

STARTING FEE : Amount to be paidfor a horse declaredina
“Trophée des Eleveurs” elimination heat.

Starting fee of 200 $ in each elimination heatis payablein
cash,onlineor bycheque (in Canadiandollarsand drawn on
a Canadian bank) made out to Quebec Jockey Club to the

racesecretary atHippodrome 3Rracetrack at least one hour

before the start of the race. However, Quebec Jockey Club
reserves the rightto request that starting fees be paidinone

form or another.

The starting fee must be paid in due time even if a horse

fails to start in that event, unless it is withdrawn before

declaration’s close.

Horse whose startingfee has not been paidon time will be
struck from the list of starters. However, the fee remains
payable.

RETENTION BARN: Quebec Jockey Club and Hippodrome 3R
reserves the right to require that any or all horses
participatingin the “Trophée des Eleveurs” race are brought
to a retention barn. During the retention, section IV of the
Track Rules will be enforced.

12.FAILURE TO MEET CONDITIONS : Horse failing to meet the
criteria governing eligibility for a participationin “Trophée
des Eleveurs” events will not be permitted to start.

If nomination fee, latenominationifthe casearises, starting fee
or any other fee relative to the “Trophée des Eleveurs” is not
paid in due time for a horse, Quebec Jockey Club reserves the
right to barred the horse or any other horse owned by the
owner of the said horse, from starting in any events totally or
partially financed by Quebec Jockey Club, as longas thesumdue
is notpaid.Ifthe said horseissold, Quebec Jockey Club reserves
the right to barred the horse from startingin any events totally
or partially financed by Quebec Jockey Club, as longas the sum
due is notpaid.

13. MINIMUM OF HORSES REQUIRED : To hold an elimination
heat, the minimum of horses entered will be of five (5)
separate betting interests, otherwise the elimination heat
may be cancelled.

The final in each category will be held, notwithstanding the
number of horse entered.

14.DISTANCE: All heats andfinals areracedatadistanceofone
mile.

15.STARTERS: For all elimination heats, if more than nine (9)
horses are declared, the elimination heat will hold a
maximum of nine (9) horses ineach division.

For all finals, the maximum number of starters will be eight (8).

16.POST POSITIONS : Post positions shallbedrawn by lot. These
be done with Standardbred Canada’s
automated post position program and/or with abacus with
2 livewitnesses (RACJ Rules art.211).

All post position draws will be held at location, date and time
appearingon the scheduleapproved by RACJ and published by
Hippodrome 3R. The draw is open to the public.

17.FINAL : To qualify for the final of a category, a horse must
have taken the startinatleasttwo (2) elimination heats.

Ineach final, the eight (8) highest point winners of the category
may be entered. If more than one horse with the same total of
points qualify to complete the field, starter(s) will be drawn by
lot. If one or more of eight (8) highest point winners is not(are
not) entered, the 9st highest point winner(s) may be entered
to complete the field.

Inthe event that there are more than eight (8) horses entered
inthe race, a horse will beentered as alsoeligible. This horse
will infactbe the ninth (9th) highest point earners and will also
be offered a placeinthe consolationrace.Ifthe horse also
eligibletakes partinthe Trophée des Eleveurs racefollowing
one or more withdrawals, then they will be automatically
withdrawn from the consolationrace.

On the other hand, inthe caseof a withdrawal inthe Trophée
des Eleveurs after the closing of the registrations,ifthehorse



taking partinthe consolationisregistered as beingalsoeligible
inthe Trophée des Eleveurs, he will haveto take partinthe
Trophée des Eleveurs, will be assigned the position of the
horse that has been withdrawn.

18.POINT: Point will awarded to a horse participatingin an
elimination heat according to the position in which it
finished as follows :

50 points:first
25 points:second
12 points:third
8 points:fourth
5 points:fifth
1 point: sixthand up

Should horses tie, they will splitequally the total of points
which they would have been entitled to, should they have
ended the raceinsucceedingpositions.

When an elimination heat cannot be held, 1 point will be
awarded to each horse entered. However, the purse
planned for this elimination heat will not be added to any
purse set for another race of the Trophée des Eleveurs,
includingthefinal.

When the official performance of a horse, bears the

mention “DNF” or “DQ”, no pointwill beattributed the said
horse.

19.GUARANTEED PURSE: All purses established by Quebec
Jockey Club applicable in “Trophée des Eleveurs” are
guaranteed andincluded allnomination fee, starting fee and
late nomination fee if the case arises. No other sum will be
added to the advertised purses.

“Trophée des Eleveurs” purses in each division if the case
arises areas follows:

* Elimination heat purses: One (1) division $10,000;
Two (2) divisions $7,500 each ; Three (3) or more
divisions $6,500 each.

* Finals:$65,000

The purseis attributed inaccordancewith the Rules.

BREEDERS BENEFITS : In accordance of the Quebec Jockey
Club breeding policy, an annual award will be paid to
breeders of Quebec-bred horses aged 3 in 2024 (See the
Quebec breeding policy). The benefit will be equal to a
percentage of earnings gained by the horseinthe “Trophée
des Eleveurs” events in 2024 as defined in the breeding
policy.

DRIVER'S REMUNERATION: Quebec Jockey Club reserves
the right to withhold 5% of each part of the purse won by a
horse, in addition to all applicable taxes for the horse’s
driver.

TRAINER’S REMUNERATION: Quebec Jockey Club reserves
the right to withhold 5% of each part of the purse won by a
horse, in addition to all applicable taxes for the horse’s
trainer.

SCHEDULE CHANGES: Quebec Jockey Club reserves the right
to change the dates and locations on the schedule of the
event, subjectto RACJ approval. QJC will take all necessary
measures to adviseits clientele of any modification, but it
remains the responsibility of the owner, the owner’s agent
or the trainer to be informed of the date and time of each
event.

INTERPRETATION: The conditions governing eligibility for
and participation in the “Trophée des Eleveurs” have been
approved by Quebec Jockey Club and the RAC). The RAC)'s

To hold an elimination heat, the minimum horses entered w ill be of five (5) separate betting interests, otherwise the elimination heat may be
cancelled. The final in each category willbe held, notw ithstanding the number of horse entered.

For all elimination heat, if more than nine (9) horses are entered, the elimination heat willbe held by divisions w ith a maximum of nine (9) horses
in each division. For all final, the maximum number of starters will be eight (8).

To qualify for the final of a category, a horse must have taken the startin at least tw o (2) elimination heats. In each final, the eight (8) highest
point winners of the category may be entered. One horse also eligible can be added in each category. If more than one horse w ith the same total
of points qualify to complete the field, starter(s) willbe draw n by lot.

Points w illbe aw arded to a horse participating in an elimination heat according to the position in w hich it finished on the basis of “50-25-12-8-5".
One (1) point w illaw arded to a horse w hich finished in position 6 or more.

All purses established by Quebec Jockey Club applicable in “Trophée des Eleveurs” are guaranteed and included all nomination fee, starting fee
and late nomination fee if the case arises. No other sumw illbe added to the advertised purses. “Trophée des Eeveurs” purses in each division
if the case arises are : One (1) division $10,000 ; Tw o (2) divisions $7,500 each ; Three (3) or more divisions $6,500 each. Finals: $65,000.

The purse willbe divided as follows: 5, 6, 7, 8 and 9 starters: 50%, 25%, 12%, 8%, 5%; 4 starters: 50%, 25%, 15%, 10%; 3 starters: 55%, 30%,
15%; 2 starters: 65%, 35%; 1 starter: 100% Post positions shall be draw n by lot. These draw ings will be done w ith Standardbred Canada’s
automated post position program and/or w ith abacus with 2 live w itnesses (RACJ Rules art.211).

All heats and finals are raced at a distance of one mile.

Standardbred Canada records shall be accepted as being official information on each horse.

Quebec Jockey Club and Hippodrome 3R reserves the right to require that any or all horses participating in the “Trophée des EHeveurs” race are
brought to a retention barn. During the retention, section IV of the Track Rules willbe enforced.

The Rules of Racing of the Regie des Alcools, des Courses et des Jeux (RACJ) shall govern the “Trophée des Heveurs”.
